FIELDS OF INTEREST 

My current work focuses on the financialization of domestic economies. It considers how financialization 
engenders new forms of inequalities and domination, but also alternative and solidarity-based initiatives. I 
examine financialization through the perspective of debt, which is a powerful prism for analysing all of the 
social interdependencies that enable the social reproduction of a given society. Over the past fifteen years, 
I have been looking at two specific facets of debt, which researchers and activists have termed ‘financial 
inclusion’ and ‘modern slavery’. My consistent concern has been to deconstruct these two terminologies (in 
turn deconstructing ‘market’ and ‘freedom’). I have particularly focused on financial inclusion and 
microcredit, showing how microcredit governs and exploit the ‘poor’ more than it emancipates them, while 
exploring how people attempt to use these market-debts, sometimes to invest, but more broadly to build 
new forms of interdependence that fits their sense of dignity and respect. I have also investigated the social 
and political fabric and regulation of debt and saving practices; the rise of over-indebtedness (which is still 
vastly underestimated in the global south); the emergence of new forms of debt bondage out of current 
forms of capitalism, the ambiguities of these labour arrangements and the many failures of ‘release and 
rehabilitation’ attempts. I have also analysed the potentialities but also the multiple ambiguities of so-called 
‘solidarity economy’ initiatives in their attempts to renew democratic spaces and to build news forms of 
interdependence and more globally, to rethink the economy, the notions of value and wealth. 

I pay particular attention to gender, alongside other sources of discrimination and inequalities. From a 
theoretical perspective, my work highlights the social, political and emotional fabric of markets, and explores 
the multiple conditions for (and limitations of) market-based emancipation, in situations characterized by 
high levels of oppression.  

I am trained as an economist but my approach lies at the crossroads of political economics, economic 
anthropology/sociology, feminist anthropology and feminist economics. In terms of methodology, my work 
most often draws on my own field-based original data in a combination of ethnography and statistical 
analyses. Since 2003, my main area of fieldwork has been southern India (Tamil Nadu).  Well beyond India, 
my research projects are interdisciplinary and comparative. They have involved ongoing reflection on data 
production conditions, means of combining methodologies and the place of research in public debate. I 
have questioned the prerequisite conditions for implementing mixed methods, which can be very useful but 
also challenging to apply. I have also critically reflected on the many limitations and failings of randomized 
methods, which are currently considered the ‘gold standard’ to evaluate development policies. I work in 
close collaboration with academic partners in the countries I investigate. Despite having a full-time research 
position, I also teach and supervise PhD students to promote field economics, which unfortunately is under 
serious threat in the current academic context. 

Having gathered a large set of data over 15 years, I am now focusing on the theorization of debt, with two 
publication projects. The first is Webs of Debt, The political and moral economies of unfree labour, with a longstanding 
colleague G. Venkatasubramanian. It will critically reassess the notions of unfree labour and modern slavery 
and show how current forms of debt bondage are embedded in webs of debt that draw upon (and renew) 
longstanding social hierarchies such as kinship, class, caste, gender and religion, while mobilizing intimacy, 
affect and emotion. The second publication, the Gender of Debt, will explore the ambiguous interactions 
between the materiality and morality of debt, debt and sex, and power and desire. Here too, it calls for an 
examination not only of the political and moral economies of debt, but also of the political and moral 
economies of women’s bodies.
